The biking route
starts in Krasno nad Kysucou in the Slovak Republic and leads through five towns (Zborov nad Bystricou, Klubina,
Stard Bystrica, Nova Bystrica a Radostka). On the Polish side of the border the route begins in Rajcza. The new
modernised biking route allowa a direct ride from Zwardon (PL), through Skalité (SK), Os¢adnica (SK), the whole
Bystricka Dolina Valley (SK), Rajcza (PL) and back to Zwardon, and Mildwka.

In 1979 Osturfia was listed as
the folk art preserve. In 2007 it was affected by flooding — the bridge leading to the Greek-Catholic Church
was destroyed. The Church is part of the “Gothic Trail” and it is home to numerous cultural heritage works of
art. The temporary wooden bridge was constructed, however construction of a new bridge as well as a local
road was necessary to guarantee the safety of the town inhabitants and visitors. Niedzica, on the Polish side

Project description: The main goal of the project was to increase the attractiveness of the region through
providing trails for alternative transport. The project was part of the much more ambitious aim to encircle in the
future the border Tatra mountains with the 250km long cycling trail. Within the project 93km of the biking routes
were constructed. The trail was thought out in such a way, so as to serve not only cycling aficionados, but whole
families, as it is relatively easy and safe. In winter it can be easily used by cross-country skiers. Information boards
with tips on the cultural and natural attractions situated along the trail are additional source of knowledge on the
region, as well as differences in regulations for cyclists in Poland and Slovakia. The idea was that everyone can

also plan the cycling trip in detail, thus the project website provides maps, information about the level of difficulty, as well as tips on what to see,
which were also published in a form of a guide.
